
	Summative Assessment Task: What Makes Canada “Canada”?

You are a member of a peer group in your school that helps new students to feel welcome in the school. An exchange student will be visiting soon; the exchange student does not have a lot of experience with Canada or Canadians. The welcoming committee decides to share some video links that are representative of Canadian nationalism. You have been selected to review and recommend the videos.

Use the following steps to complete your review.

Describe nationalism as an internalized feeling

Examine three of the video links provided in the suggested activity Describing Nationalism. Based on your observations, describe how each video captures, or does not capture, what it means to be Canadian.

Analyze media messages

Consider the strategies used by media and government as you examine the message of each of the three videos. Explain how media enhance the impact of the message for each of the three videos.

Support recommendations

Decide whether or not you believe each video would be a good choice to send to the exchange student as an example of Canadian nationalism. Provide specific reasons for your recommendations.

Your recommendations will be shared at the next welcoming committee meeting. Prepare speaking notes (print or digital) to assist you in sharing your recommendations and reasons.
